4, The main factors that the Academic Board will consider in deciding whether or not you will be awarded credit
for an ESSA course are:
a) the academic standard of your previous college (accreditation level)
b) the level at which you completed your previous course (1%, 2™ or 3" year) compared to the level of
the ESSA course
c) the marks that you have received during your first (or subsequent) modules at ESSA. (These are

used as a guideline when we do not have sufficient information about your previous college).

This form will be considered by the Academic Board and you will be contacted shortly. In some circumstances, we
may require more information or may need to schedule informal interviews with lecturers before a final decision can
be made.
